John Steinbeck
pages 320 - 19,5 euro

A representative, noteworthy collection of John Steinbeck’s journalism, including
the title piece, actually his last book in which the author offers a wide-reaching
commentary on the American 20th century. There are travel pieces, war corre-
spondences, snapshots of friends as Robert Capa, and political reflections, includ-
ing reports on the plight of California’s migrant workers written in the mid-1930s
before Steinbeck had finished The Grapes of Wrath, that shed light on the novel’s
roots. Steinbeck” humor shines through in a number of fine essays, especially in
one about a visit to his Sag Harbor cottage with two teenage sons, and another on
his battles (in print) with a Communist newspaper in Italy.

The Slowest Traveler
Enrique Vila-Matas

Thirty “short pieces” published between 1968 and 1992 on international reviews
and daily papers. Vila-Matas guides the reader in search of the picturesque lives of
famous non-conformists like Salvador Dali and Boris Vian, with quick forays on
the work of authors like Céline, Nabokov and Sciascia, musings and tales on
movies by Godard, Pasolini and Leone. Literary travels and real travels intermin-
gle to create an imaginary geography, a whole library of the world which is to be
explored slowly, in several stages.

PUTINGRAD: Tsar Viadimir's Moscow

Putingrad was founded in 1147 by Prince Jurij Dolgorukij with the name of
Moscow. Now it has been refounded by the “prince of the shadows” Vladimir
Putin. This book is a shrewd analysis of the historical and political situation in
a Russia never sated with capitalism. Coen — correspondent for the most impor-
tant Italian newspaper “la Repubblica” — gives birth to a journey to the dark
heart of Putin’s power and talk about important matters: from the property
speculation Putin has favoured, to his grip on education and mass media. An
essential book for everyone who want to visit Moscow.

Hunting the Tiger: The Fast Life and Violent Death
of the Balkans' Most Dangerous Man

In war-torn Serbia, a compulsive petty thief metamorphoses from mob boss to
paramilitary warlord to international war criminal. Until his assassination in
early 2000 - after The Hague indicted him on 24 counts of war crimes, and the
United States offered a $5 million bounty on his head - Zeljko Raznatovic, aka
Arkan, was responsible for much of the carnage that swept the former Yu-
goslavia as it descended into a nightmare of mass murder and ethnic cleansing.
Freelance journalist Stewart recounts Arkan’s career from his early days as a
bank robber to his recruitment as a hit man by Yugoslavian dictator Josip Tito.

Siberia
Nicolaj Maslov

Maslov tells his story in parallel with the history of his country, the Soviet Union:
from the relentless propaganda for schoolchildren, to the military service in the Red
Army. A bitter exposé of the former Soviet regime, in its drawings it employs all the
vibrant grace of the different shades of gray. Szberia helps us to better understand to-
day’s Russia as well: as Maslov says, now things are “worse than when I was a kid...
there is no Communism, no democracy, no nothing. Only the fight for survival”.

Malcolin X: A Graphic Biography
Andrew Helfer & Randy DuBurke

This book tells the story of Malcolm Xs short life — his life in the ghetto, his meet-
ing with Martin Luther King, his assassination by other members of the Nation of
Islam — in narration and detailed black and white drawings, sharp as photographs
in a newspaper. From his slow slide into the criminal — to his jailhouse conversion
to Islam, Helfer and DuBurke don’t shy from any part of their subject’s life. An
evocative and studied look at not only Malcolm X but the racial conflict that de-
fined and shaped him.

Students for a Democratic Soctety: A Graphic History captures the idealism and
activism that drove a generation of young Americans to believe that even one
person’s actions can help transform the world. In 1962 Students for a Demo-
cratic Society held its historic convention and prepared the famous Port
Huron Statement, who criticized the U.S. government’s failure to pursue in-
ternational peace or address domestic inequality, and became the organiza-
tion’s manifesto. Through brilliant art and they were-there dialogue, famed
graphic novelist Harvey Pekar, gifted artist Gary Dumm, and renowned histo-
rian Paul Buhle illustrate the tumultuous decade that first defined and then
was defined by the men and women who gathered under the SDS banner.
